The main units of the chassis are: the power transmission, the running gear and the
steering mechanism. The power transmission includes the whole mechanism between the
engine and the rear wheels.

At the front end of the car
is the engine. On the back of it is the flywheel. Behind the flywheel is the clutch. The clutch
isa friction device connecting the engine with the gears of the gearbox.
