Value added tax

A value added tax (sometimes called a goods and services tax, as in Australia and Canada) applies
the equivalent of a sales tax to every operation that creates value. For a example, sheet steel is im-
ported by a machine manufacturer. That manufacturer will pay the VAT on the purchase price,
that amount to the government. The manufacturer will then transform the steel into a machine, sell-
ing the machine for a higher price to a wholesale distributor. The manufacturer will collect the
VAT on the higher price, but will remit to the government only the excess related to the "value add-
ed" (the price over the cost of the sheet steel). The wholesale distributor will then continue the pro-
cess, charging the retail distributor the VAT on the entire price to the retailer, but remitting only
the amount related to the distribution markup to the government. The last VAT amount is paid by
the eventual retail customer who can not recover any of the previously paid VAT. Economic theo-
rists have argued that this minimizes the market distortion resulting from the tax, compared to
a sales tax.

VAT was historically used when a sales tax or excise tax was uncollectible. For example, a 30%
sales tax is so often cheated that most of the retail economy will go off the books. By collecting the
tax at each production level, and requiring the previous production level to collect the next level
tax in order to recover the VAT previously paid by that production level helps in the enforcement.
In reality, forged invoices and the like demonstrate that tax evaders will always attempt to cheat
the system.
